Our First Year (Apr'09-Apr’10)

We'd like to give you some insight on what we've experienced in our first year of service.
As of April 8, 2010 the DRIVEN Clinic has been in service for 61 Mondays (closed on
statutory holidays). In those 61 days, 85 women (with 37 children) have come to the centre
for assistance. Eighty-eight percent of these women were referred to the Clinic by
community agencies. Twelve percent were either self referred or referred by friends/family,
often citing our website as their source. During their visits to the clinic these women each
received anywhere from 2 to 6 hours of support from the variety of services available
on-site, had follow-up appointments scheduled with the agencies, and were referred to
off-site agencies as appropriate. The feedback from these women regarding the
co-ordinated access to services that the DRIVEN model provides has been unanimously
positive. We look forward to having more agencies join us on-site and expanding to offer
more days per week.
